Law I-The Hdd:

A. Dimensons. Thefidd of play shal be rectangular, its length not more than 30 yards
nor less than 20 yards, its width not more than 20 yards nor less than 15 yards. The length
in al cases shdl exceed the width.

B. Markings: Didtinctive lines not more than (5) inches wide.
A hdfway line shdl be marked out across the fidd.

Law I11-Number of Players.

A. Maximum number of players on the field a any onetimeisthree (3).

B. Maximum number of players on the roster should not exceed six (6). (If playing "Dud
fidd" method roster Sze may be larger)

C. There are NO Goakeepers.

D. Subdtitutions: Allowed anytime ball is out of play- with the permission of the referee
or game officid.

E. Flaying time: Each player SHALL play a minimum of 50% of the total playing time

F. Teams and games may be coed.

Law IV-Payers Equipment: Conform to FIFA with the following exceptions: A.
Footwear: Tennis shoes or soft-cleated soccer shoes

B. Shinguards are MANDATORY.

Law V-The Refereer Rather than require a Certified Referee, an OFFICIAL (Game
Manager, Coordinator, Observer, Parent/Coach) may be used. Their job isto keep the
playing environment FUN, SAFE and focused on the child. Duties are the same asa
Referee under the FIFA Laws of The Game: keep time, enforce the rules, stop and restart
play. When you stop play for afoul or other reason, take the time to explain to the players

Law VI- Assgant Referee: Not used in the small-sided game.
Law VII-Duration of the Game:

A. The game shdl be divided into four (4) equd, eight (8) minute quarters.

B. There shdl be two (2) minute break between quarters one and two and another two (2)
minute break between quarters three and four.

C. There shal be a haf-time bresk of five (5) minutes.

Law VIII-The Start of Play: Conform to FIFA, with the following exception:

A. Opponent must be three (3) yards from the center mark while kick-off isin progress.

Law IX-Conform to FIFA: Bdl in and Out of Play: Bdl must completely crosslineto be
out of play.

Law X-Method of Scoring: Conform to FIFA Bal must completely cross god line
between posts and benesth crossbar to count.

Law XI-Off-Side Thereisno offsdein smdl-sided games.

Law XI1-Fouls and Misconduct: Conform to FIFA with the following exception:
A. No cautions or gections shal be issued to players except by an independent neutra
referee.

Law XIII-Free Kicks Conform to FIFA with the following exception:
A. All free kicks will be indirect.
B. Opponents must be three (3) yards away.

Law XIV-Pendty Kicks There are no Pendty Kicksin smal-sded games.

Law XV-Throw-1n: Replaced by a Kick-in. Awarded when bal completely crosses
dddine. A. Kick-inis consdered as an indirect free kick with the opponent three (3)
yards away from the ball.

Law XVI-God Kick: If the team attempting to score agod kicks the bal over the god
line outside the god posts, the opposing team puts the ball back into play with agod
kick. The God Kick should be taken within 2-3 yds. of the goad and opposing players
must be 5-6 yds away.

Law XVII-Corner Kick: If team defending god last touches bal beforeit crosses god

ling, the attacking team putsit into play with an indirect kick.
